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imposing excessive contingency space or
cost requirements. Furthermore, many of the
features that enable the ED to function in
these critical situations can also enhance ca-

pabilities during normal operations. It is reas-
suring to know that the level I trauma center
could serve as a major disaster management
resource if needed.
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
